Dear Parent or Carer 

With the summer holidays fast approaching and parents/carers preparing for ‘back to school’  

it seemed the ideal time to confirm again our uniform expectations. 

In an effort to ensure that the school uniform is affordable and accessible to all parents/carers 

we can provide assurances that there are a number of uniform items which are unbranded and 

are available at a variety of retail stores including supermarkets. Please see list attached. 

SCHOOL TIES 
 

Each year group continue to  have their own specific school tie. Year group ties will allow 
students to have a sense of belonging to their year group and also ensure the students are 
easily identified by year group.  

• Year 7    September 2022 Gold stripe – to be bought as part of new uniform 

• Year 8    September 2022 Red stripe 

• Year 9   September 2022 Blue stripe 

• Year 10 September 2022 Purple stripe 

• Year 11 September 2022  Green stripe 

• Sixth Form   Black/White stripe 

 

THE BLUE LINE 

On entry into the college building students cross a ‘blue line’.  This marks the point from which 

all of our college expectations, including those on uniform must be met.  Any student who is not 

wearing an appropriate item of school uniform / is missing an item of school uniform will be 

provided with a replacement by school for the duration of the school day. If the student refuses 

to wear the provided uniform item they will spend the day in referral. It is the responsibility of 

the parent/carer to ensure that all students have appropriate items of school uniform. 

 

UNIFORM ITEMS: 

• One college blazer   (to be worn at all times). 

• One college jumper  (can be removed in warm weather) 

• One college tie (different tie for each year group, as outlined above) 

• One dark grey pleated school skirt. (Pinafores are not allowed). 

• One pair of dark grey college trousers (no black trousers allowed). 

• Grey knee length socks. (Grey tights may be worn during winter months). 

• In winter, a dark navy or black coloured coat is allowed for the journey to and from 
school. Outdoor coats/hats are not allowed to be worn in the school building. 
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FOOTWEAR 

• Plain black shoes (See attached sheet for more clarification)  

• No canvas or fabric shoes allowed. Only black embellishments (e.g. bows) allowed.  

• Shoes can be patent or polishable.  

• Polishable and entirely black trainers may be worn (ie. Nike Airforce – all black)  
 

YEAR 7 PE KIT 

• Polo top – Navy/gold college branded 

• Half zip Tracksuit top – Navy/gold college branded 

• Navy shorts or leggings – no logos/branding 

• Navy track suit bottoms – no logos/branding 

• Navy socks 

All of these items are available from our uniform supplier Trutex – County Road or 

London Road, Liverpool.  They are not available at other suppliers 

 

PE KIT 

• College branded navy and royal blue polo shirt. 

• College branded navy skirt, skort or shorts. 

• Navy socks. 

• College branded hoodie (Optional). 

• Navy leggings (Optional) – must be plain navy with no writing/logos/branding 

 

JEWELLERY 

• One pair of stud earrings only (no other piercings allowed). 

• A watch is permitted to be worn but no bracelets. 

• No smart watches allowed e.g. any watch which connects to a mobile phone. 

• Necklaces should not be visible. 
 

*Jewellery can be confiscated by staff if worn and can only be collected at the office at the end 
of the school day. 
**Please note students who persistently wear jewellery may have the items confiscated and a 
parent/carer asked to collect the items from the main office. 
 
HAIR & MAKE-UP: 

• Eye make-up / lipstick is not permitted for any pupils. Foundation should be light and 
not obvious. 

• Nail Varnish /False nails (e.g. gellish, shellac, acrylic nails etc.) is not permitted. 
 

*Please note students who have not removed nail polish / false nails may be asked to work in 
referral until the situation is resolved.
